We have a challenge for you:  
 
I. Would you dare to do something crazy in the middle of the European Commission's Headquarters? 
 
II. Are you able to freeze without moving, talking or making any facial expressions for 3 minutes, while 
outsiders stare at you, take pictures and film you?

III. Can you keep a secret? Whisper about the FREEZE MOB to your friends and invite as many as 
you can to join us. But donôt forget we will have a maximum reaction if outsiders are caught by 
surprise.  
 
If your answer is yes, show up on 7 May in the Berlaymont building before noon. Visit the Schuman

We will post more later how the freezing is started up, so you do not need to synchronise your 
watches.

Discover the 20 most exceptional items in Brussels' museums 
  
 The collections in Brusselsô museums are internationally renowned. But what are the real highlights 
that no museum visitor should miss? The Brussels Museum Council took up the challenge and sought 
out 20 exceptional items from the cityôs museums, all objects of unique art history value. The list 
includes not only such classics as paintings by Breughel and Magritte, but also an extremely rare WWI 
tank and a unique mechanism for mounting on a piano. You will find the 20 masterpieces at 
www.museumtalks.be/deluxe. There is a 3 to 4-minute explanation of each piece by a member of 
museum staff who has a special bond with the object in question.  
 
These 20 masterpieces form a new section in the already well-filled www.museumtalks.be website, 
which is home to about 150 personal accounts of objects and works of art from around 40 museums.
